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Rapid COVID POC Testing

Rapid COVID POC testing is available for Ambulatory and Walk-In-Care
locations. The Rapid COVID POC U0002 order can be placed and results
documented on the corresponding PowerForm which posts results to the
patient’s banner bar.

Clinical team members may begin POC testing once training has been

completed and competency documented for each performing member.

All positive results must be reported to the Maine CDC within 24 hours
via the REDCap Portal.

When should a Central Line Dynamic Group be inactivated?

A Central Line dynamic group should only be inactivated if the line is removed. Keeping the Central Line

dynamic group active allows the dynamic group to be seen across encounters if the patient is readmitted or
seen as an outpatient.
